A strong, cold wind that blows over Russia and central Asia

A buran accompanied by strong winds and blowing snow

A cold wind blowing from the south over Argentina, Uruguay, and into the Amazon Basin

A cold northeasterly wind in Alaska usually accompanied by snow; similar to the buran and purga of Russia
Generally a cold north or northeast wind that blows over southern France; often brings damaging spring frosts

A cold northeasterly wind along the Pacific coast of Nicaragua and Guatemala; occurs when a cold air mass overrides the
mountains of Central America

A strong wind from the north or northwest funneled through the gap between the Mexican and Guatemalan mountains
and out into the Gulf of Tehuantepec

A mild, humid, and often rainy east or northeast wind that blows across southern Spain

A dry, dusty but mild wind from the northeast or east that originates over the cool Sahara in winter and blows over the
west coast of Africa; brings relief from the hot, humid weather along the coastal region

A strong, dry, and dusty desert wind that blows over the African and Arabian deserts; name means “poison wind” be-
cause it is often accompanied by temperatures in excess of 52°C (125°F), which may cause heat stroke
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
